2010 LEADERSHIP SCHOLARSHIP

B. Be at least a 2 year member of the Student Council from an AASC Member school.

C. Be in good academic standing with a minimum cumulative grade point average of
3.0 based on a 4.0 scale

D. Plan to enroll as a full time undergraduate student at an institution of higher learning for the fall of
2010

E. AASC State Officers are not eligible for this scholarship
